
The Venice Antique Automobile Club of America 30th 

Annual Car Show is shaping up to be the biggest car show 

the Club has presented in downtown Venice.  The show 

will be held in Venice's Centennial Park on February 11th. 

It all started a little over a year ago when Keith Lewis and 

Larry Slevin were appointed Car Show Chairman and Co-

Chairman, respectively.  They wasted no time getting to 

work on the car show.  One of their first major 

accomplishments was changing the usual show date from 

October to a new date of Sunday, February 11, 2018.  This 

places the show around the peak of the local tourist 

(snowbird) season.  Another major accomplishment, with 

the help of Gary Felker, Chuck Duke, George Nubile, 

Kevin Lynch, John Chiungos  and Chuck Ford, is the 

signing on of more sponsors, many with higher levels of 

donations.  They have been very busy hitting the streets 

and knocking on doors in search of sponsors.  Lynn Slevin 

took on the monumental task of creating Gift Baskets to 

raffle off.  To date she has assembled close to 40 baskets.  

In addition to the usual trophy sponsors, judging class 

sponsors have been added.  All of these ideas, efforts and 

commitment should add up to a significant increase in 

funds for the Clubôs charities! 

It looks to be a sellout crowd!  With the current rate of pre

-registrations, there is a good possibility the show will be 

full prior to show day.  The car show committee was 

striving for this goal so they offered 2 cash prizes of $100 

each as an incentive to pre-register.  As of January 23th, 

there were 190 registered.  This is well ahead of previous 

yearsô pre-registration. 

Along with the huge strides Larry and Keith have made in 

promoting the show, they have also developed a 

supportive relationship with the City of Venice.  The City 

of Venice enacted new rules this year that requires events 

to pay service and rental fees.  Larry Slevin, drawing on 

his years of experience in dealing with municipal 

regulations and working with the Assistant City Manager, 

Len Bramble, prepared a detailed package to the City 

Council to get the fees waived.  The proposal was 

presented to the Venice Economic Development Advisory 

Board on January 17.  After a brief discussion, the 

proposal was unanimously accepted by the Board, which 

resulted in all fees to be waived for our event.  Click here 

to see a VIDEO of the proceedings.  Also, downtown 

parking is a major concern of the city council and our 

show does not help by taking up all the parking spaces in 

the center of town.  Again, Keith and Larry came up with 

an elegant solution by offering a free shuttle trolley to 

transport patrons to and from an alternate parking area to 

downtown.  The solution was well received by the city 

council and the local businesses. 

There is still a lot to do before the show, but the committee 

has everything well under control.  It is shaping up to be a 

spectacular event for our Club.  So tell your friends and 

neighbors to come on out and lets make this one of the

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The French company Ballot was founded in 1905 by brothers Edouard and Maurice Ballot. 

They initially built their reputation producing marine and industrial engines.  Their first car 

was a 299 cu in inline 8 cylinder race car built by Ernest Henry for  the 1919 Indianapolis 

500.  In 1927 the 8 cylinder model RH was introduced, followed by the RH2 in 1928 and 

the RH3 in 1929.  In 1931, Ballot was absorbed by Hispano-Suiza and began producing the 

HS26 with a Hispano-Suiza engine.  The last Ballot left the factory in 1932
