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HISTORICAL VEHICLE - SUBMITTED BY CHUCK FORD 

During development of the Barracuda, one of the worst kept secrets 

was Ford's plan to introduce a new sporty compact car based on the 

inexpensive Falcon chassis and running gear. Chrysler stylist Irv 

Ritchie sketched a fastback version of the compact Valiant, as this 

body style "has always been considered sporty." Budgets were lim-

ited, but the company's executives wanted to have an entry in this 

quickly growing sporty-compact car market segment and to capture 

some of the sales from Chevrolet's Corvair Monza models. Plym-

outh's executives wanted to name the new model Panda, but in the 

end they settled on Barracuda. Utilizing the same hybrid design ap-

proach as Ford did turning its Falcon into the Mustang significantly 

reduced Plymouth's development and tooling cost and time for the 

new model. Introduced in mid 1964, the Barracuda was "obviously" 

a fastback version of the Valiant that had a frugal family transporta-

tion image. The sales brochure for the first Barracudas pitched it as 

a car "for people of all ages and interests."
